	We will be learning color relationships. We will learn what colors go well together and how to apply them in their artwork, in the form of pattern and design using yarn art.

Students will be able to

	-SWBAT define art terms: monochromatic, analogous, complimentary, split-complimentary, polychromatic, and pattern. 

This means I can write the definition and discuss what color scheme I chose for my yarn art. 

-SWBAT interpret what colors mean and choose the right color fit for their wanted design.

This means I can chose my colors by relating them to emotions/memories/personal interests by discussion with the teacher or classmates.

-SWBAT apply color theory and pattern to their work

This means I can apply color scheme and pattern by picking a color scheme in my yarn art, and add an element of pattern into my design.

	-Self-reflection on final artwork- written response

-Students grade themselves, and write an explanation for their given grade. (They respond with a 1-4 number grade, and their reasoning being the grade they gave themselves)

· Self-Effort: I was fully engaged during teaching of the lesson. I had a positive attitude. I tried my best, and completed all the requirements for the project. 

· Color Understanding: I used a color scheme we learned in class to create my yarn art. What does the term “color scheme” mean? What color scheme did you use in your yarn art, and what does that scheme mean?
· -Pattern Understanding: I used pattern in my yarn art. What does pattern mean? How did you incorporate pattern into your yarn art?

	Pre-assessment: How will you help the students know where the unit is going and what is expected? Help the teacher know where the students are coming from (prior knowledge, interests)?


	-Informal: Asking questions prior to instruction- group discussion style. Asking questions to the class before my presentation. Students will raise their hand to answer questions.
-Who knows what color theory is? What about color schemes? Do you know any examples of a color scheme?

-What are primary and secondary colors?

-What does pattern mean? Who can think of an example?

	Show examples of artwork for each term 
(monochromatic, polychromatic, pattern, etc.) Some examples in the power point are below. 
-all types of 2D art (paintings, drawings, mix media, quilting, etc.   -physical example of completed yarn art
 -images of other yarn art (mostly Spanish)

Say: Define terms, and talk about how artist incorporated a color scheme, or pattern into their art, and how it changes the “mood” of the art. 

Do: Give visual examples, lecture style, and group discussion. Often asking question about the art they see, and what color scheme is represented during my presentation.

	 Students will begin talking with their table mates about different patterns that they can see in the room, and why it is considered a pattern. (Like an informal scavenger hunt)
They will then find color schemes they find in the classroom and discuss why it is a color scheme.

Students will work individually with a sketch book (or scrap paper). They will brainstorm at least 3 ideas for their project. They will identify what color scheme they plan on using (monochrome, analogous, etc.) And decide what colors they will use based on that scheme. (For analogous an example would be, red, pink, and purple). 

There sketches will help them plan out what their design will look like, what colors they will use, and what color scheme they are applying. 

When they are finished sketching, they will meet with me, one-on-one to get approved for what design they chose for their final project. I will ask them why they chose that design, what color scheme, and ask what kind of pattern they incorporated. If all the questions are answered, they are approved to start on their project. 


	Procedures: How is the lesson organized to maximize initial and sustained engagement as well as effective learning? Provide opportunities to rethink and revise their understandings and work? Allow students to evaluate their work and its implications? Include literacy and numeracy?


	This is a two-day lesson; each day is 40 minutes long:

Day 1:

Intro: 1-3 minutes

-Say hello to class, make sure they are seated and engaged

Presentation (power point): 10 minutes

-Start with pre-assessment questions (shown above)

-Present Color theory definitions, examples, and discussion. Present each term, ask if anyone knows what it means. Have someone in the class read the definition. Students will be taking notes on all the terms. I will show the examples. And show the color scheme on the color wheel. Get a thumbs-up/down on understanding for each term. 

-Introduce our project. Tell them we are making yarn art! And give the requirements for the project.

· Use one color scheme we learned about 

· Incorporate some aspect of pattern in your artwork

· No paper should be showing! Must be completely covered by yarn. 

Demonstration: 10 minutes

-Kids will come meet me at a table and gather around
-I will have a student draw me a quick design on a scrap paper

-I will then show them how to cut the yarn, apply the glue, and create their work

 (using pencil draw your design first, then cut your yarn, “draw” with glue on top of your pencil lines, then place the yarn carefully on top of the glue, use a pencil to push the yarn down. Don’t get glue on your hands or it will stick to the yarn!)

Sketching/Creating: 10 minutes

-Students will then go back to their seats and begin their planning. (3 ideas minimum, must show what color scheme, and aspect of pattern.) If they finish, they will come and get their project approved by me. 

-Then they are welcome to begin gathering their materials and starting on their final project.

Clean up: 5 minutes

-Paper, materials, etc. will be put away in their cubbies

-tables will be wiped down

-chairs stacked 

Day 2:

Intro: 1-3 minutes
-Say hello, remind the students of the requirements by asking the class who remembers and can share them with the class.

-Have the students get their materials needed to finish their sketches, or work on their projects

Work Time: 25 minutes
-The remaining of class will be used to create their yarn art. I will be walking around observing, helping with problem solving, asking questions on student work (Why did you choose a circle paper instead of square? What kind of color scheme is this? Etc.)
Closure: 5 minutes

-Have a gallery walk, students put their work on the table, and walk around to see each others

-Open class discussion: Questions and Answer

- “Pick a classmates yarn art, what kind of feeling do you get when you look at it and why?”

- “What were the hardest parts of this project? The most successful?

- “What were 2 things you learned from this project?”

- “How can colors change the “mood/feeling” of your artwork?”

Clean up: 5 minutes

-Paper, materials, etc. will be put away in their cubbies

-tables will be wiped down

-chairs stacked

	-I need to make a yarn art example to know how to do it, and how to teach them how to do it. I will also find what works well, and what problems occur when working with the materials.

-Create my presentation

	There will be a large emphasis on choice in:
· What shape of paper to use to make your yarn art (circle, square, blob?)
· Colors

· Color scheme

· Design/patter used

· Size, I will let them choose how big or small they would like to create their art as long as I approve it first.

This will allow students to create art based on what they are interested in and like, as well as create a different level (beginner/intermediate/advanced).
For example, a lower level artist may choose a simpler design, and a smaller size, while a more advanced artist can do a more intricate design and make their paper larger. 


	


In this class the opportunity for 20% time, would be given by allowing students that finish the project early to take the remaining class period to work on a self-driven project. For example, a student finished with the yarn art could begin their own sculpture project, or another project they want to explore independently. 
Post Lesson Reflection

1.  To what extent were lesson objectives achieved? (Utilize assessment data to justify your level of achievement)
I think that lesson objectives were achieved very well! Every student had the definitions of each term in their sketch book, and was referring to them when they were deciding on what colors to choose or to remember what a color scheme was. They did a great job using color to show a feeling or to represent themselves. An example would be two girls making a “BFF” yarn art, where their two projects connected if you held them together. The yarn art projects all used a color scheme and had an element of pattern, which is what was required. Although not all the pieces had the whole paper covered in yarn. By the end of the project, I felt confident asking students, “What is monochrome! What is pattern!” and they either knew, or were able to access their notes. I feel like overall they understood the terms the most.
2.  What changes, omissions, or additions to the lesson would you make if you were to teach again?
I would definitely need more time. The short class period was not enough time to finish the work. A lot of the kids ended up cutting their projects so they could finish in time, and many kids did not finish. It is a very detailed and time-consuming project, this project could have easily lasted a week or more. But under the circumstances of only have two 40 minute class periods, I was happy with what the kids and I achieved. 

I also would add on the closure aspect of the lesson, when I actually taught the class, it was so rushed I didn’t get a chance to do the closure activity. 
3. What do you envision for the next lesson? (Continued practice, reteach content, etc.)
To continue on the ideas that I taught, I would re-emphasize how colors have a relationship with each other and they are important when choosing them for your art, this could be applied to any lesson! I would also continue on color theory (the feeling that colors portray). This is something that I still am working on even in my college classes, and will continue throughout my art career.
